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As Co-Founder and President of Blue Logic Productions, David has 
had the pleasure of working with a variety of talented people, from 
Matt Groening (of Simpson's fame) to Natalie Portman (Star Wars), 

as well as a whole host of amazing production personnel from all 
around the country.  His knowledge of digital cinematography and 
instinctive talent for directing people has lead him to write, direct, 
produce and compose music for the film “A Noble Way” and the 
webisode series “Scout Six.”  

David's animation career started in England where he worked as a 2D 
freelance artist before being hired by the renowned Texas based 
animation company, DNA Productions. There David worked as an 
animator and layout supervisor on several animated projects including 
"Olive, The Other Reindeer," “Jimmy Neutron” (the feature film 
and subsequent TV Series,) and also “The Ant Bully,” a feature film 
starring Nicholas Cage and Julia Roberts.  
  
After the film, David was offered a position as Creative Director for 
HKS VIZ, the visualization studio within the architecture firm of HKS.  It 
was there David cultivated a client list including The Ritz Carlton, The 
Dallas Cowboys, Phoenix Children’s Hospital, The W Hotel, and 
The Indianapolis Colts.    
 
Growing up in San Antonio, Texas, David attended high school 
alongside fellow director Robert Rodriguez of Spy Kids fame.  Upon 
graduating, he developed two cartoon strips entitled Sticky Wicket 
and The Bottom Rail. He then went on to illustrate several children’s 
book including “Movement With a Purpose,” and “Get Rid of The 
Hurt.”  
 
Later David attended the University of North Texas where he studied 
jazz guitar with Fred Hamilton and eventually received his Bachelors 
degree.  After UNT, David toured extensively with "The Destination 
Texas" band as well as "Southern Steel" and now performs with his 
wife in their critically acclaimed jazz band, "The Brehms." 
 
Several times during his career David has been given the opportunity 
to work as an instructor with the Art Institute of Dallas and Texas 
A&M Commerce.   
  
Currently, he lives in Dallas, Texas with his beautiful wife Stephanie
